#3 - What are the trigger points for SCC to #13 – Community members often have 
bring a case to ESRC? inconsistent perceptions of what community 

notifications should look like. 
#14 – Community members do not understand the 
purpose of community meetings.
#15 – There is a perception that notification is too 
inflammatory and sometimes may include an 
individual’s original mugshot.
#16 – Notification meetings need common set of 
agreed upon facts to present either visually, or as 
handouts that include purpose of community 
meetings

Community meetings are scheduled at the 
discretion of LE and are not required by 

statute.

RSOs are required to register at the 
Sheriff’s office within 3 days of release 

(or move). Typically community 
notification occurs after the RSO has 

registered. This is to prevent 
misinformation as address and release 

dates are subject to change.

ESRC review typically happens no 
more than 180 days before release. 

As part of the investigation, DOC initiates contact with 
local LE to inquire if a community meeting will be 
scheduled if placement should happen and offer 

assistance.  DOC also offers an educational meeting 
tailored to LE regarding LRA process and supervision.
